Development of the parking system
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• The main transport node for Poland
• Well developed network of the municipal public transport
• Significant share of public transport in city traffic
• Railway network serving the agglomeration
• Clear road system – rectangular in the city centre and

radial outside
• Reserved space to expand the road infrastructure
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• Road system converging on the city centre; lack of ring
roads

• Too low growth of urban development
• Lack of parking spaces
• Low level of the road safety
• Bad technical condition of infrastructure and bus tram and

rail rolling stock; low quality service
• Lack of interchanges between different means of transport
• Lack of modern traff ic management and control system
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• Keeping a high number of public transport users
• Potential for more effective use of reserves in the tram

system and for inclusion of rail in municipal nad suburban
connections

• Growth in private transport providing mass transport
• The possibility of effective use of tram system reserves
• Continued high proportion of public transport in the city
